Auditing Courses
Students must register for audits by day 10 of the semester. Instructors must approve all audits. Audited courses
do not count toward determining full-time student status, but are considered the same as a credit course for fee
assessment purposes.

Fee Payment Deadlines
Fee payment deadlines for Summer 2005 are May 20, June 20, and July 20 for deferred billing. A $20 deferred
billing charge is assessed. Contact Accounts Receivables for information.

Registration Start Dates
Registration start dates are assigned based on projected year-in-school classification (computed by combining
total credits and current term credits). Graduate students and seniors register first, followed by juniors,
sophomores, and then freshmen and nondegree students. Courses will begin to fill on the first day of registration,
so students should register as early as their start date and time allows.

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Admission
Prospective students should contact the Office of Admissions
for information concerning admission procedures. Refer to the
Iowa State University Undergraduate and Graduate Courses and
Programs 2003-2005 catalog for specific requirements for
admission. Applications are available from the Office of
Admissions, 100 Alumni Hall. The completed application,
application fee, and all required transcripts must be received by
the Office of Admissions before admission is complete.
Approval for admission is necessary before a student begins the
registration process.

Students who have earned a bachelor’s degree must register as a
graduate student if they take graduate credit courses. Up to nine
semester credits of graduate credit taken as a nondegree/
undeclared student may, if approved by the student’s program of
study committee, apply toward a graduate degree.

Nondegree student status is an undergraduate category of
admission. Courses taken as a nondegree student may later be
applied to undergraduate degree requirements if approved by
the student’s college. However, credits earned as a nondegree
student may not be used in a graduate degree program.

Some students who do not meet the freshman admission
requirements may be offered the opportunity to enroll during
the summer session on a trial basis. This allows some students
who otherwise would be denied admission to Iowa State an
opportunity to demonstrate they are capable of successfully
completing college-level courses. Students who successfully
complete the summer trial enrollment will be allowed to
continue their enrollment in the fall semester. For more specific
information, contact the Office of Admissions.

Undergraduate students, both non-degree and degree seeking,
who are planning to return to Iowa State University after an
absence of 12 months or more must complete a reentry form. A
student who has previously attended Iowa State only as a
nondegree student and who now seeks to earn an undergraduate
degree should complete an undergraduate application, not a
reentry form.

International students should contact the Office of Admissions,
100 Alumni Hall, at 515-294-5836 for reentry instructions.
Financial certification of ability to cover all educational and
living expenses will be required. All international students must
complete the reentry form and a financial statement (for visa
purposes) after an absence of one semester or more (not
including summer term).

transcripts of all course work attempted to the Office of Admis-
sions, 100 Alumni Hall.

The Office of the Registrar will refer the reentry form to the
college to which a student plans to return if the student (a) desires
to change curriculum; (b) has a previous Iowa State University
cumulative grade point average below 2.00 or had a last term
average below 2.00; (c) was dropped from Iowa State for unsatis-
factory academic progress or was not otherwise in good standing;
or (d) since leaving Iowa State, has completed additional college
study with less than a 2.00 grade point average.

A student who was academically dismissed must submit (1) a
reentry form to the Office of the Registrar and (2) a petition for
reinstatement to the college in which they wish to enroll at least 45
days before the beginning of the term. Students who have been
academically dropped twice and wish to return to the College of
Liberal Arts and Sciences must submit their petition at least 70
days before the beginning of the term.

Reentering students should contact their adviser or departmental
office to select courses and begin the registration process. New and
reentering students are encouraged to register during the web
registration period. New and reentering students will be assigned
registration start dates according to their year-in-school classifica-
tion using the same general guidelines as currently enrolled
students. Since courses begin to fill on the first day of the registra-
tion period, students should register as early as their start date and
time allow.

Non-international undergraduate and nondegree students, who
have been away from Iowa State for less than 12 months and who
were not academically dismissed, may contact the Office of the
Registrar, Tuition and Fees area, at 515-294-1889 or e-mail to
registrar@iastate.edu to have their student record and address
information updated prior to meeting with their adviser to discuss
course selection. These students do not need to complete a reentry
form.

Returning students who have been academically dismissed should
contact their college student services office regarding procedures
for reinstatement. Students who want to change colleges should
contact their prospective college student services office.

All graduate students who have been away from Iowa State for at
least one semester (not including summer) should contact the
Office of the Registrar, Tuition and Fees area, at 515-294-1889 or
e-mail to registrar@iastate.edu to have their student record and
address information updated prior to meeting with their major
professor to discuss course selection. International graduate
students must file a student financial statement for visa purposes.

General information about registering for courses

To register for classes, you need the following
materials and information:

• Registration Worksheet, available for
download at www.iastate.edu/~registrar.

• A RAN* (registration access number) if
required by their college. Colleges that
currently do not require a RAN are Business,
Family and Consumer Sciences, Veterinary
Medicine, and the Graduate College.

• Course information from the Online
Schedule of Classes at www.ats.iastate.edu/
cgi-bin/class.

• Other departmental information applicable
to their curriculum, available from their
adviser.

Deadlines

Friday, May 13 is the last day to initiate a
registration for Summer 2005 through
AccessPlus.

Cancelling

You must notify the Office of the Registrar by
Friday, May 13 of your intent to cancel
registration to avoid tuition assessment.
For information and a cancellation form, see
www.iastate.edu/~registrar/registration/.

RAN

The registration access number (RAN) is your
confidential, personal number required by
some colleges to use the registration system.
Since you will be held accountable for all
changes made to your schedule through
AccessPlus, do not share your number with
anyone! You will be assigned a new RAN each
registration period.

AccessPlus Registration Tips
Hours for the registration system: Monday-Saturday, 7 a.m. - 10 p.m.

AccessPlus does not check for time conflicts. Be sure to review your schedule for time conflicts.

If you need to register for a course that currently has no space available, please attempt to add the course anyway.
Requesting a closed course will help departments determine what course demands are still unmet.

When making a section change within a course, try to add the new section first. If the requested section is open, the
previous section will automatically be dropped from your schedule.

Entering the Registration Access Number (RAN) is no longer required once courses exist on your schedule. If you are
already registered, you won’t need to enter the RAN again to change your schedule.

If you get the message “You have requested a restricted section for which you are not eligible”, click on the Schedule
of Classes link at the top of the screen. Section restrictions can be found at that site.

To register, follow these steps:

1 Meet with your adviser, who will provide the following:
a. degree audit
b. guidance in course selection
c. Registration Authorization Card, with RAN, if applicable.

2 Choose specific sections of each course.  Students are responsible for
 choosing their course sections. In most cases advisers will not be involved in

selecting meeting times.

3 Review your registration start date/time information and any registration
 hold information on AccessPlus, under Current information.  Students in

those colleges which require a four-digit registration access number (RAN)
should meet with their adviser to obtain their Registration Authorization Card
on which the RAN is printed.

4 Register for courses using the AccessPlus registration system.

5 Review schedule on AccessPlus, which will include room locations
 beginning Monday, April 25.

6 Pay fees. You will receive a bill from the Accounts Receivables Office for
 tuition, room and board, and various other university charges. Failure to

receive a billing statement will not exempt you from late penalties or from
having a hold placed on your registration. Call 294-7388 if you have questions.

Registration System Abuse
Using the AccessPlus registration system is a privilege, which may be revoked if
abuse is detected. Abuse includes, but is not limited to, creating and using an
automated program to search for course openings and/or enrolling in a section
with the intent of reserving space in that particular section for another student.
The Office of the Registrar, college office, and/or advisers have the right to
determine abuse and revoke privileges for any type of registration system abuse.

Dropping and adding courses

Dropping and Adding Courses
Procedures for schedule changes vary based on the time period
of the semester. The effective date of a schedule change is the
date on which the change is entered into the registration
system. Schedule change periods are as follows:

Period 1Period 1Period 1Period 1Period 1 ends on the fifth day of classes of the semester.
Schedule changes during period 1 are free and do not require
adviser signature. Instructor or departmental approval may be
required for adds or section changes in some courses during
Period 1. Schedule changes during period 1 may be processed
through AccessPlus or by going to the Registrar’s Student
Scheduling Office, 10 Alumni Hall. Course drops during this
period do not count toward a student’s ISU drop limit, and will
not appear on a student’s grade slip or permanent record.

Period 2Period 2Period 2Period 2Period 2 ends the third Friday after the day midterm grades
are due. During this period, schedule changes require signa-
tures of adviser and instructor on a Schedule Change/Restric-
tion Waiver form. Completed forms are processed in
10 Alumni Hall. A schedule change fee of $10 is assessed for
adds, drops, and section changes during this period. Course
drops after period 1 count toward a student’s ISU drop limit
and appear as an X on the grade slip and permanent record.

Drops and other schedule changes that are judged to be beyond
the student’s control may be processed as administrative
actions if approved as such by the college dean. There is no
schedule change fee for administrative schedule changes.
Administrative drops do not count toward a student’s ISU drop
limit or appear as an X on the grade slip and permanent record.
The effective date of an administrative action is the date
approved by the college dean.

Period 3Period 3Period 3Period 3Period 3 follows period 2 and extends through the remainder
of the semester. Schedule changes during this period are
permitted only for extenuating circumstances beyond the
student’s control; require a written statement of support from
both the instructor and the adviser; and must be approved by
the college dean.

Half-semester courses and partial term courses: Specific
deadlines for adding and dropping half-semester courses are
published in the university calendar. Appropriate adjustments
to add and drop deadlines are made for other partial term
courses. To find out specific deadlines for partial term courses,
go to www.iastate.edu/~registrar/fees and choose the Tuition
Adjustment Schedules link, or contact the Registrar’s Student
Scheduling Office, 10 Alumni Hall, 294-2331.

Tuition adjustment for reduction of total credits is based on the
effective date of the change. For information on tuition
adjustments, see the Fees and Tuition section of this Schedule of
Classes.

Drop Limit
Undergraduate students have a limited number of courses they
may drop during their academic careers. (These are drops
processed after the fifth day of classes each semester.) Students
who enter Iowa State as freshmen are allowed to drop a
maximum of five courses during their undergraduate career.
Students entering at a level above freshman classification or in
the College of Veterinary Medicine are allowed to drop a
maximum of four courses. Courses dropped during a student’s
first semester do not count towards this limit, nor does the
summer count as a first semester for this purpose. Students
enrolling at Iowa State after receiving a bachelor’s degree will
be allowed two drops.

Exceptions may be made for courses that must be dropped for
reasons beyond the student’s control. These exceptions are
granted only by the college student services office and/or dean.

Each semester your Grade Report on AccessPlus indicates the
number of drops you have left. You are responsible for not
exceeding your limit. If you attempt to drop a course beyond
the limit without special permission from your college dean,
the course will remain on your schedule and you will receive a
grade at the end of the semester.

Cancellation/Withdrawal of Registration
To cancel your summer registration and avoid tuition assess-
ment (www.iastate.edu/~registrar/registration/), you must
notify the Office of the Registrar by Friday, May 13. Beginning
Monday, May 16, you must formally withdraw from the
university to terminate your registration and you are subject to
the tuition adjustment schedule. For more complete informa-
tion on cancellation/withdrawal of registration, please refer to
the “Fees and Tuition” section of this Schedule of Classes or to
the Cancellation and Withdrawal information on the Web.

•Des Moines MBA program courses are assessed at the gradu-
ate rate in the current fee schedule plus a $95 per credit
supplemental tuition fee. Non-residents taking less than 4.5
credits are assessed at the resident rate. Fee subject to change
without notice.
•Interim (partial-semester, between-terms), audit (zero-credit),
and in absentia (research, away from campus study) courses are
assessed fees as listed in the current fee schedule.
•Non-degree undergraduate and non-collegiate students are
assessed undergraduate fees as listed in the current fee
schedule.
•Distance education courses are assessed at the resident rate
and the minimum fee does not apply. However, non-resident
students who enroll in a combination of on and distance
education courses are assessed the non-resident rate for all
credits taken.
•One-half credits are assessed at the next larger whole number;
e.g. 3 1/2 credits are assessed at the 4-credit rate.

•R-credit (required) course is assessed at no charge unless the
R-credit course is the only course enrollment. Note: There is
no charge for R-credit co-op internship courses.
•Saturday MBA program courses are assessed at the graduate
rate in the current fee schedule plus a $95 per credit supple-
mental tuition fee. Fee subject to change without notice.
•Study abroad credits, up to a maximum of 12 credits, are
assessed above and beyond tuition for other courses taken
during the same term.
•Workshop fee for one-credit workshops, with no other course
enrollments, is $204 for undergraduate students and $318 for
graduate students.
•Zero credit course is assessed based on contact hours with a
maximum assessment of 3 credits.
•Developmental courses are assessed additional fees above
and beyond tuition for other courses taken during the same
term.

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Fees and Tuition
Tuition and fees are subject to change without notice.

Past Due Accounts
Students having past due receivable charges may be dropped
from enrollment for summer if these past due charges are not
paid by the first day of classes. A statement indicating past due
charges will be shown on the March 30 billing statement.

Payment of Fees
The Accounts Receivable Office bills for tuition, room and
board, and various other university charges. A statement of new
charges will be available the first of each month on the
student’s account on AccessPlus at https://
accessplus.iastate.edu/frontdoor/login.jsp. The student will
receive an e-mail message instructing them to check their
AccessPlus account. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure
that the university has a correct e-mail address. Failure to view
a billing statement will not exempt students from late penalties
or from having a hold placed on their registration.

Payments are due May 20. Students also have the option of
paying tuition and room and board in three installments. The
first installment is due May 20, the second is due June 20, and
the final payment is due July 20.

If students elect to use deferred billing, they will be assessed a
$20 administrative fee on their June bill. Students who do not
pay their April 30 bill in full by the due date will by default
select the deferred option. Any other charges that are not
deferrable must be paid in full by May 20.

Students may pay by mail by sending a check or money order
(along with the bottom portion of the billing statement printed
from AccessPlus) to Iowa State University, Payment Processing
Center, P. O. Box 4992, Des Moines, IA 50306-4992; or online
using AccessPlus. Payments also may be made in person in the
Treasurer’s Office, 1220 Beardshear. Payments must be received
by the due date to avoid late penalties.

If students do not pay the minimum due on each billing
statement, all fees become due immediately. A one percent
finance charge will be assessed on the total amount due at that
time, and a hold would be placed on their registration until the
total amount is paid.

The University reserves the right to drop students from
enrollment for non-payment of fees. Students subject to being
dropped will be notified via their ISU email account.

Cancelling Registration
A cancellation is processed when a student notifies the Office
of the Registrar, prior to the day class work begins, of their
decision not to attend classes for the current semester. All
courses are removed and no tuition and fees are assessed. To
cancel registration and avoid tuition penalty assessment, notify
the Office of the Registrar by Friday, May 13. Do not use
AccessPlus to cancel your registration.

Students may cancel their registration by contacting the Office
of the Registrar at 515-294-1889 or via www.iastate.edu/
~registrar/registration/. Students should make a record of the
name of the person taking the call, as well as the time and date
called.

Withdrawing Registration
A withdrawal is processed beginning the first day of classes
when a student notifies their academic adviser and college of
their decision not to continue attending courses for a semester.
Beginning Monday, May 16, you must formally withdraw from
the university to terminate your registration and you are
subject to the tuition adjustment schedule. The effective date of
the withdrawal is the date of approval by your college student
services office and/or dean.

To withdraw, contact your adviser and complete a Request for
Withdrawal form, and then request the approval of your college
student services office and/or dean. If the request is approved,
the form will be forwarded to the Office of the Registrar for
processing.

If you withdraw, courses taken will not be recorded on your
permanent record and will not count toward your drop limit.
Partial term courses completed prior to withdrawal will be
included on your permanent record. Incompletes will not be
accepted for withdrawals. Refunds will be made on the unused
portion of fees for registration, room and board, when appli-
cable.

If withdrawal is requested during add/drop period 3, the
request may be denied if it is determined that academic
performance prior to withdrawal is unsatisfactory. If with-
drawal is approved during period 3 for a student on temporary
enrollment, the student will not be permitted to enroll the
following term, except under extenuating circumstances.

If these procedures for withdrawing from the university are not
followed, instructors will assign whatever grades or marks they
consider appropriate. Since these grades may be F’s, students
are warned that failure to follow the prescribed withdrawal
procedures may adversely affect a later application for reentry
or transfer to another institution. For more information on
withdrawal policies, refer to the Iowa State University Under-
graduate and Graduate Courses and Programs 2005-2007 catalog.

Other fees and tuition information
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Tuition Adjustment Schedule for Workshops

and Short Courses
Students who drop one- or two-week workshops or short
courses on or before the first class meeting receive a 100%
tuition adjustment for the course. No tuition adjustment will be
made after the first day of classes. Students who drop three-
week courses receive a 100% adjustment if they drop on or
before the first day of classes, a 90% adjustment if they drop on
the second day of classes and no adjustment after the second
day of classes.

Tuition Adjustment Schedule
Tuition adjustment schedules are subject to change.

Tuition adjustment schedules for a number of summer terms
are available at http://www.iastate.edu/~registrar/registration/
tuition-adj.shtml. Contact the Tuition and Fees office, 0460
Beardshear Hall, 515-294-1889 or by e-mail
registrar@iastate.edu for specific deadline information.

The tuition adjustment schedules for a schedule change are
based on the effective date of the change. Fees are assessed
based on the student’s total credit hours as of the 10th class day
of the term. Students who drop below full-time during the first
two weeks will receive a credit adjustment of 100%, with no
adjustment after the second week. Students who add courses at
any time during the semester will be assessed tuition and fees if
applicable according to the fee schedule.

Adjustments in the tuition assessment will be prorated when
partial term courses are involved.

Students may appeal a tuition and fees assessment for with-
drawal by obtaining a “Procedures for Appealing Assessed
Tuition” form from the fees section in the Office of the Regis-
trar, 0460 Beardshear. The Office of the Registrar will review
appeals for possible tuition and fees adjustment for the semes-
ter in question only after the written appeal and appropriate
support documentation are received from the student. Determi-
nations will be made by the Office of the Registrar based on
extenuating circumstances beyond the control of the student.
The results will be sent to the student in writing.

Students may appeal the decision of the Office of the Registrar
by writing an appeal letter to the Tuition Appeals Review
Committee. This letter should be submitted to the Office of the
Registrar within 10 calendar days after receiving the original
decision. A final appeal of the Tuition Appeals Review Commit-
tee decision can be made by submitting a request in writing to
the Office of the Provost.

GLOSSARY OF FEES

Activity, Services and Building Fee
During summer terms, all students will be charged a $88.50
activity services and building fee except for students exclu-
sively registered for the following: distance education courses;
courses for which no tuition is assessed; continuous registra-
tion status courses; and high school students enrolled under the
Post-Secondary Enrollment Options Act. Students who are
exempt from the activity fee may elect to pay the fee.

For students who withdraw or change to an exempt status as
defined above, the tuition adjustment schedule also will be
used for the activity fee.

Application Fee
A nonrefundable application fee must accompany the applica-
tion for admission. The application fee for domestic students
(both graduate and undergraduate) is $30;  the international
application fee for undergraduates is $50. This fee does not
apply to special students or workshop applicants. The interna-
tional application fee for graduate students is $70.

Computer Fee
All students will be charged a computer fee each semester. Full-
time students in the College of Engineering (including Bio-
medical Engineering) will be charged $218.50 per semester.
Full-time students in the majors Management Information
Systems, Computer Science, or Pre-Computer Science will be
assessed $173.50 per semester. All other full-time graduate
students will be assessed $81 per semester. All other full-time
undergraduate students will be assessed $102 per semester.
Students enrolled less than full-time will be assessed prorated
computer fees according to the number of credits for which
they are enrolled.

Graduate students holding research or teaching assistant
appointments will be assessed $109.25 for those in the Engi-
neering college (including Biomedical Engineering), $86.75
for those in the Computer Science department, and $40.50 for
all other majors, regardless of the number of credits and the
fraction of time they are on appointment.

Students enrolled exclusively in any one of the following
categories will not be assessed computer fees: Post Secondary
Enrollment Options Act students; registrations which do not
carry a tuition assessment; additional student categories as
determined by the University.

For students who withdraw or drop below full-time, the tuition
adjustment schedule will be applied for computer fees. The
credit adjustment schedule for the computer fee for reduction
from a full load to light classification is 100% through the
tenth class day. No tuition adjustment will be made after the
tenth class day (May. 27).

Glossary of fees
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Students who change their major will receive a computer fee
credit adjustment of 100% through the tenth class day, with no
adjustment after the tenth class day. Students who are double
majors will be assessed the rate for the major having the higher
rate.

Developmental Course Fee
Math 10 and Math 20 each have a fee of $408. Chem 50X has a
fee of $225.  Engl 99L has a fee of $240 and Engl 99R has a fee
of $160. This is a separate fee charged in addition to other fees
and tuition. (Subject to change without notice.)

Graduation Fee
Undergraduate and graduate students are assessed a $35 fee
the term of graduation.

Health Facility Fee
All students are assessed an $4 health facility fee, except for
students exclusively registered for the following: distance
education courses; courses for which no tuition is assessed;
continuous registration status courses; and high school
students enrolled under the Post-Secondary Enrollment
Options Act. (Note: Exceptions do not apply to international
students or graduate students on graduate assistantship.)

For students who withdraw or change to an exempt status as
defined above, the tuition adjustment schedule will also be
used for the health facility fee.

Health Fee
All students are assessed a $42.50 Student Health Fee, except
for students enrolled for four credits or less or students
exclusively registered for the following: distance education
courses; foreign group study programs; courses for which no
tuition is assessed; continuous registration status courses;
weekend MBA courses; Lakeside Lab or geology field camp
courses; and high school students enrolled under the Post-
Secondary Enrollment Options Act. (Note: Exceptions do not
apply to international students or graduate students on
graduate assistantship.) Students who are exempt from the
health fee may participate in the Health Plus Plan.

Students who withdraw or change to an exempt status (as
defined above) will receive a credit adjustment of 100%
through the tenth class day, with no adjustment after the tenth
class day (May 27). Students who add courses at any time
during the semester will be assessed the student health fee if
applicable according to the guidelines stated above.

Health Insurance (Optional)
International students are required to purchase the health
insurance plan. Other students may enroll in the plan by
contacting the Student Health Insurance Office at
515-294-4820, or e-mail stdntins@iastate.edu.

Students who enroll in the health insurance plan are also
required to pay the health fee and health facility fee (no
exemptions apply).

Health Plus Plan (Optional)
Students who are not assessed the mandatory Student Health
Fee and spouses of students are eligible to participate in the
Health Plus Plan for a fee of $42.50, which allows participants
to receive services at the Student Health Center for the same
rate as students who pay the mandatory Student Health Fee.
Students not in the Health Plus Plan may use the services of the
Student Health Center on a fee for service basis. Enroll in the
plan by contacting the Student Health Insurance Office, at
515-294-2394.

Students who elect the single Health Plus Plan will be assessed
$42.50 plus the $4 health facility fee. Married students who
have been assessed the mandatory health fee who elect to add
the spouse plan will be assessed $42.50 plus the $4 health
facility fee for the spouse. A student who is exempt from the
mandatory Student Health Fee may elect both the student and
spouse Health Plus Plan for a cost of $85 plus a $8 health
facility fee.

Students who withdraw will receive a credit adjustment of
100% of the Health Plus Plan costs for withdrawal through
the tenth class day, (no credit adjustments after the tenth class
day). There will be no credit adjustment if a student used the
services of the Student Health Center prior to withdrawing
from the university.

Late Registration Fee
Friday, May 13 is the last day to initiate a registration for full
semester courses for Summer 2005 without a late registration
fee. Beginning Monday, May 16, undergraduate students are
assessed a late registration fee of $20. Graduate students are
assessed a late registration fee of $20 the first week of classes,
$50 the second week, and $100 the third week or later.

New Student Programs/Matriculation Fee
A $140 fee is assessed to all new degree-seeking students prior
to admission. (Note: This fee is subject to change.) This fee
does not apply to nondegree seeking students, veterinary
medicine students, graduate students, or students enrolled
exclusively in distance education courses.

Special Course Fees
Special course fees and their descriptions are included in the
course listing section of this booklet. Possible fees may include
consumable materials, other lab fees or field trip fees.

Study Abroad
Study abroad credits, up to a maximum of 12 credits, are
assessed above and beyond tuition for other courses taken
during the same term.

Undergraduate Students
Summer 2005 graduating seniors are encouraged to submit
applications for graduation after registering in March for their
final semester. Applications are available from the adviser,
college student services office, the Registrar’s Graduation
Office, 10A Alumni Hall, or website www.iastate.edu/~registrar/
graduation/. The application is due in 10A Alumni Hall by
Friday, May 6. You will be assessed a $35 nonrefundable
graduation fee the tenth day of classes. (This fee is subject to
change.)

Students will be notified of their graduation status no later than
midterm. Graduation mailings will be sent to the in-session
address. All incompletes must be resolved and transfer grades
in the Office of the Registrar by midterm. Financial obligations
owed to the university and loan exit interviews must be
completed, as required, before graduation.

Teacher Licensure
Students graduating with teaching emphasis may obtain
application forms for the Iowa Teachers License in the Educa-
tion Student Services Office, E105 Lagomarcino. Completed
forms and fee should be returned to Education Student Services
by midterm of the semester in which the student plans to
graduate.

Graduate Students
Specific deadlines have been set by the Graduate College for all
graduate students. Failure to meet these deadlines may cause
your name to be removed from the graduation list for
Summer 2005.

•An “Application for Graduation” (diploma slip) should be
obtained from your department and filed in the Graduate
College by Friday, May 6.

•Last day for graduate students to cancel graduation, by
June 24. All graduate students who haven’t cancelled by this
date will be assessed a nonrefundable graduation fee.

•A Request for “Final Oral Examination” form should be
obtained from your department and submitted to the Graduate
College at least three weeks before the final oral examination.

•Final oral examination must be taken by Friday, July 15.

•Final, approved copies of your thesis or dissertation must be
submitted to the Thesis Office, 10 Pearson, by Wednesday,
July 20.

•Signatures must be obtained on the “Graduate Student
Approval Slip” by Friday, July 22. This form will be sent to your
major professor or department when your “Request for Final
Examination” is approved. All incompletes from past terms
and conditions on the final examination must be removed by
this date.

•Financial obligations owed to the university and loan exit
interviews must be completed, as required, before graduation.

Student Records
Degree Audits
The degree audit lists the courses needed to fulfill graduation
requirements for a specific degree program. The purpose of the
degree audit is to provide assistance to the student and adviser
in choosing courses during the registration process, and to
verify the student’s progress toward graduation.

Undergraduate students will receive one free degree audit
during the registration advising period. In addition, alternative
and replacement degree audits are available for $3 per audit
ordered. Orders submitted by noon Thursday are available early
the following week.

If you are considering changing your major, you may order an
alternative degree audit for the major in which you have an
interest. Contact the college student services office (of the
major that you are interested in) to request the audit.

To request a replacement degree audit, contact your college
student services office.

Freshman Year Report to High Schools
Board of Regents, State of Iowa universities participate with
Iowa high schools in an analysis of freshman year academic
performance at the end of your freshman year only.

A report of all ISU freshmen from your high school is sent to
your high school principal. This report shows how you and your
high school classmates perform in comparison to the entire ISU
freshman class. For further information, contact the Office of
the Registrar, 214 Alumni Hall.

Full-Time/Half-Time Student Status
Full-time status is defined as follows:
Undergraduates: 12 credits for fall or spring semester;
Graduates: 9 credits for fall or spring semester.

Half-time status is defined as follows:
Undergraduates: 6 credits for fall or spring semester;
Graduates: 5 credits for fall or spring semester.

Summer status depends on the number of weeks a student is
enrolled. Always contact the Office of the Registrar (515-294-
1840) to verify a student’s status for a summer session.

Transcripts
Official transcripts of your record can be ordered for a charge
from AccessPlus; the Office of the Registrar, 214 Alumni Hall,
(515)294-1840; or fax by downloading the form from
www.iastate.edu/~registrar/forms/#transcript. Transcripts will
not be issued if you have any transcript holds for financial
delinquency.  You may view your unofficial transcript using the
AccessPlus system.

Repeated Courses
If you repeat a course, the permanent record will show the
grade on the initial attempt as well as grades received on
subsequent attempts. However, only the most recent grade will
be used in computing the cumulative grade-point average
rather than the previous grade(s). Undergraduate and special
students may only repeat up to a limit of 15 semester credits.

Approval to repeat a course after more than three semesters
(not including summer) must be noted on a Designation of
Repeated Course form. This form can be obtained from
departmental offices and must be signed by the head of the
department offering the course and your adviser. This form
must also be used if the course number or number of credits
has changed or whenever the course is being repeated to reduce
a transfer deficiency. Process the form in the Office of the
Registrar, 214 Alumni Hall.

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Veterans Educational Assistance

Release of Student Records
University policy concerning the release of student records
complies with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
of 1974, as amended. The University has designated the
following as “public information” which is available to anyone
upon inquiry unless you request that information not be
released: name; in-session address and telephone number;
campus e-mail address; interim address; home city, county,
state, or country; date and place of birth; curriculum; college;
year-in-school; enrollment status; dates of attendance at Iowa
State; full or part-time status; expected date of graduation;
adviser name; awards and academic honors; Iowa State

Information on AccessPlus is kept confidential. A social
security number or university ID number and password are
required to view personal information through AccessPlus. To
change your address on AccessPlus, do the following:

Loss of your ISUCard should be reported immediately to
the ISUCard Office, 0530 Beardshear, where the lost card will
be invalidated. There will be a charge for each replacement of
an ISUCard. Disciplinary sanctions may be imposed for
improper use of the ISUCard or attempts to obtain, by fraudu-
lent means, any form of identification.

Activity Cards for Spouses/Domestic Partners
and Children
The Spouse Activity card is available at no charge for spouses,
domestic partners, and children of students. These cards
provide reduced rates at athletic or C.Y. Stephens events but
cannot be used for services such as the Lied Recreation Center,
CyCash, or Parks Library. To obtain the card, students must
bring proof of marriage (marriage license, joint insurance
cards, joint tax return, etc.) to the Student Answer Center,
ground floor Beardshear Hall. The Spouse Activity card is valid
for one academic year (fall through summer).

For services such as the Lied Recreation Center, CyCash, or
Parks Library, students may apply for the Spouse/Domestic
Partner card. Both the student and spouse/domestic partner
must bring a photo ID and proof of marriage or relationship to
0530 Beardshear. The cost is $10 per card and the cards expire
every year on June 30.

AccessPlus

It is university policy that at the beginning of each
course, instructors will inform students who have not met the
prerequisite requirements that they must drop the course.

The College of Business offers the Master of Business Adminis-
tration (MBA) in the evenings in Des Moines and on Saturdays
in Ames. These two part-time programs provide an ideal
opportunity for students to earn the MBA while working at a
full time job.

The Evening MBA and Saturday MBA programs require 48
credit hours of study and can be completed in 31 months. In
the Evening MBA program, students attend classes after work
twice a week, Saturday classes meet from 8:30 a.m. until 4:30
p.m. Fall and spring semesters are twelve weeks. The summer
term is comprised of two, 6-week sessions.

The Evening MBA and Saturday MBA programs are open to all
individuals with a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college
or university. The MBA does not require previous study in
business. Students with diverse academic backgrounds and
work experiences are encouraged to apply. Both programs
admit students for fall semester entry only.

Evening MBA and Saturday MBA
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Auditing Courses
To audit a course means to enroll in the course without
receiving credit for it. The instructor must approve all audits,
and students must register for audits by day 10 of the semester.
Students are assessed fees as though they were taking the course
for credit, but the course does not count in determining full-
time student status. Audits are not recorded on your permanent
record except by special request from you and your adviser to
your college office and/or dean, with evidence of active
involvement in the course.

Changing a course from credit to audit requires dropping the
course for credit and adding it as an audit on a schedule change
request form. If this occurs after day 5 of the semester, the drop
will count toward the total allowable ISU drops.

Canceled Courses
Some course sections may be canceled due to low enrollments
or departmental staffing situations. If you enroll in a section
that is subsequently canceled, you will be notified by the
Registrar’s Student Scheduling Office and/or by the department.

Class Attendance
Students are expected to attend class meetings as scheduled.
Each instructor sets his or her policy with respect to class
attendance, and excuses for absence from class are handled
between the student and instructor. The instructor is expected
to announce her or his policy at the beginning of the course. In
order to attend a given class, a student must be registered for
that class. Exceptions to this policy are at the discretion of the
instructor.

Course Comments (Notes)
Some sections are designated in the Schedule of Classes as
“permission required”. You may not use AccessPlus to register
for these sections. To add a permission required section, obtain
the designated departmental signature on the Schedule Change/
Restriction Waiver form, and process the form in the Registrar’s
Student Scheduling Office, 10 Alumni Hall.

Credit Involving a Paid Activity
Students may obtain credit for an activity, either on or off
campus, for which they are also paid, provided the activity is
academically relevant. In order for an activity to be defined as
academically relevant, prior arrangements must be made with
a faculty member in an appropriate department and must
include agreement on (1) the academic objectives which the
activity is expected to achieve and (2) the procedure by which
the student’s learning will be assessed. This policy does not
apply to registrations for R credit.

Credits Limits
For fall and spring semesters, the credit limit is 18 credits for
undergraduates and 15 credits for graduate students. For
summer session, the limits are 12 credits for undergraduates
and 10 credits for graduate students. Requests to add credits
beyond a student’s credit limit will be denied. A student must
drop credits before adding another course. In some cases, the
college dean may approve a higher or lower credit limit for
individual students. Students may request a change in their
credit limit by contacting their adviser. Advisers should notify
the student’s college student services office if the credit limit
needs to be changed.

Time Conflicts
University policy states that you may not enroll in courses with
time conflicts without approval from the involved instructors
and/or departments. The web registration system will not
prevent you from scheduling time conflicts. It is your responsi-
bility to check your schedule for time conflicts.

Validation of Enrollment
To validate your enrollment in each course at the beginning of
the semester, you must attend the first or second meeting (first
meeting if the class meets only once a week). If you add a
course after the term begins, you must attend the next class
meeting. The instructor has the option to offer a registered
place in the course to another student if you fail to validate
your enrollment or obtain prior approval of the instructor. You
will not automatically be dropped from the course if you fail to
validate your enrollment. You must process the drop yourself or
you will receive an F grade.

Iowa Lakeside Laboratory
The Iowa Lakeside Laboratory is a field station located on
approximately 140 acres of restored prairie, wetland, and
gallery forest on the shore of West Okoboji Lake in northwest
Iowa. The Laboratory was established in 1909 for the conserva-
tion and study of the rich flora and fauna of northwest Iowa--
especially the Iowa Great Lakes region with its numerous lakes,
wetlands, and prairies. It is run by the Iowa Board of Regents.

Each summer the Laboratory provides undergraduate and
graduate students an exceptional opportunity to take field-
oriented courses in the natural sciences (archaeology, ecology,
evolution, geology, taxonomy). Specified courses for environ-
mental science and biology teachers are also offered each
summer. Most courses have individual or group field projects
as well as formal lectures and discussions. Because all Lakeside
courses are total immersion and meet all day, five days a week,
students can take only one course at a time. Courses run for
two to four weeks, except those for teachers and the Natural
History Workshops which run one or two weeks. Class size for
most courses is limited to ten students. The current Iowa
Lakeside Laboratory Bulletin should be consulted for addi-
tional course, housing, and registration information.

Scholarships are available to both undergraduates and graduate
students. Scholarships only cover Iowa Lakeside Laboratory
room and board.

Additional information about these courses as well as scholar-
ship information and registration forms can be obtained from
Iowa Lakeside Laboratory, Administrative Office, Bessey Hall,
Iowa State University, Ames, IA 50011-1020. Phone:

B. Meet with your adviser to discuss your courses and to obtain your Registration Access Number (RAN), if required by
your college.

C. Register via AccessPlus http://accessplus.iastate.edu/. Follow the instructions and prompts on the screens. It is
your responsibility to check for schedule conflicts. Attempt to add a course you need even if the section is closed. This
action helps the University monitor unmet course demand.

D. Additional Registration Regulations

Using the AcessPlus registration system is a priviege, which may be revoked if abuse is detected. Abuse includes, but
is not limited to, creating and using an automated program to search for course openings and/or enrolling in a section
with the intent of reserving space in that particular section for another student. The Office of the Registrar, college office,
and/or advisers have the right to determine abuse and revoke privileges for any type of registration system abuse.

A late registration fee is assessed for registration initiated on or after the first day of classes for fall and spring terms.
This fee is not charged for the summer term. If registration is not completed by the end of the fifth day of classes,
students must obtain written permission from their advisers, the instructors for the courses they plan to take, as well as
approval from the dean of the college in which they are registered. During the summer session, these approvals must be
obtained in order to register after the third day of classes.

AccessPlus does not check for time conflicts. Be sure to review your schedule for time conflicts.

If you need to register for a course that currently has no space available, please attempt to add the course anyway.
Requesting a closed course will help departments determine what course demands are still unmet.

When making a section change within a course, try to add the new section first. If the requested section is open, the
previous section will automatically be dropped from your schedule.

Entering the Registration Access Number (RAN) is no longer required once courses exist on your schedule. If you are
already registered, you won’t need to enter the RAN again to change your schedule.

If you get the message “You have requested a restricted section for which you are not eligible”, click on the Schedule
of Classes link at the top of the screen.
